· You may provide up to three pieces of evidence to support your application including pictures and diagrams. These should be attached to your application email, alongside the completed application form. The supporting evidence should be titled with your company name and entry name. 



SUBMITTING YOUR ENTRY 
· Award entries must be submitted by contractor members of EFFC National Federations only.
· National Federations are responsible for judging their country’s applications.
· National Federations should email across their winning award entry (one per award category) to Caroline Kratz via effc@effc.org by Monday 1st September. The email should contain:
· A short summary, via email, outlining why the entry has been shortlisted.
· The completed application form for each winning entry (maximum of one per category). 
· All supportive evidence/profile image, if applicable.




TIMELINE
· Contractor Members to submit their entries to their National Federations.
· National Federations to assess all award applications received.
· National Federations to submit their shortlisted entries (maximum of one per category) to the EFFC by 1st September.
· The EFFC Health and Safety Committee to review all shortlisted entries before selecting the winners on 23rd September.
· The winners will be announced at the EFFC AGM in Gdansk in October.
· Winners may be asked to present their entries at the EFFC Executive meeting in Spring 2026, where they will be presented with their trophies.
